Auburn Hills, Michigan, 28 de mayo de 2025 — Tras cruzar la linea de meta en las 500 Millas de
Indianapolis 2025, Alex Palou fue homenajeado por su victoria en la carrera de este afio y recibid
el Trofeo Borg-Warner® y la corona de la “Victory Lane” de manos del presidente y CEO de
BorgWarner, Joseph Fadool, en el Indianapolis Motor Speedway (IMS). Esta es la primera
victoria de Palou en las 500 Millas y la primera vez que un espanol gana esta legendaria carrera.
Palou, que compite para Chip Ganassi Racing, comenz6 la carrera desde la sexta posicion,
promedio una velocidad de 168.883 mph y lideré solo las ultimas 14 de las 200 vueltas totales.

Para conmemorar su victoria en 2025, el rostro de Palou sera afiadido por primera vez al
Trofeo Borg-Warner junto a los de 111 ganadores anteriores. Palou, tres veces campeédn de la
temporada de la serie IndyCar, amplié su impresionante liderazgo en puntos de la temporada
2025, ganando 5 de las primeras 6 carreras, y busca conseguir un cuarto titulo este ano.

Esta fue la sexta victoria del equipo Chip Ganassi Racing en las 500 Millas, con
ganadores anteriores como Juan Pablo Montoya (2000), Scott Dixon (2008), Dario Franchitti
(2010, 2012) y Marcus Ericsson (2022).

“BorgWarner siempre se emociona al formar parte del mayor espectaculo del
automovilismo, y estamos orgullosos de reconocer y celebrar a pilotos de todo el mundo”, dijo
Fadool. “Es un honor entregar este trofeo a Alex, destacando su excelente desempefio en las

500 Millas de Indianapolis de este ano”.
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Tras un retraso en el inicio de la carrera debido a la lluvia, casi 300,000 espectadores vieron a
Palou cruzar la linea de meta por delante del estadounidense David Malukas, del equipo A.J.
Foyt Racing. Palou tom¢ el liderato en la vuelta 187 y lo mantuvo hasta el final. Josef
Newgarden, ganador de las dos ediciones anteriores y piloto de Team Penske, buscaba
convertirse en el unico piloto en ganar tres veces consecutivas las 500 Millas, pero no termino la
carrera debido a problemas técnicos en la vuelta 135.

El histérico Trofeo Borg-Warner se ha entregado a cada ganador de las 500 Millas
durante 89 afos. Fue presentado por primera vez por Eddie Rickenbacker, antiguo propietario
del IMS, en 1936. Encargado el afio anterior, el trofeo fue disefiado por Robert J. Hill y
Spaulding-Gorham, Inc. de Chicago, y sigue siendo hoy un simbolo de éxito en el mundo del
automovilismo.

Ademas de entregar el trofeo, BorgWarner mantiene una relacién de larga data con las
500 Millas. Sus turbocompresores EFR™ (Engineered for Racing) han impulsado todos los
vehiculos de la serie NTT INDYCAR SERIES® desde 2012. Estos turbocompresores permiten
que los autos alcancen velocidades superiores a las 200 mph durante la carrera, proporcionando

niveles incomparables de potencia y velocidad.
